This financial report is a special purpose financial report prepared in order to satisfy
the financial reporting requirements of the Associations Incorporation Act New South
Wales.

Leasehold improvements and office equipment are carried at cost less, where
applicable, any accumulated depreciation.

The depreciable amount of all PPE is depreciated over the useful lives of the
assets to the association commencing from the time the asset is held ready for
use.

Leasehold improvements are amortised over the shorter of either the unexpired
period of the lease or the estimated useful lives of the improvements.

Impairment of Assets

At each reporting date, the entity reviews the carrying values of its tangible and
intangible assets to determine whether there is any indication that those assets
have been impaired. If such an indication exists, the recoverable amount of the
asset, being the higher of the asset’s fair value less costs to sell and value in use, is
compared to the asset’s carrying value. Any excess of the asset’s carrying value
over its recoverable amount is expensed to the income statement.

Employee Benefits

Provision is made for the association's liability for employee benefits arising from
services rendered by employees to balance date. Employee benefits have been
measured at the amounts expected to be paid when the liability is settled.

Provisions

Provisions are recognised when the association has a legal or constructive
obligation, as a result of past events, for which it is probable that an outflow of
economic benefits will result and that outflow can be reliably measured.

Revenue and Other Income

Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received or receivable
after taking into account any trade discounts and volume rebates allowed. For
this purpose, deferred consideration is not discounted to present values when
recognising revenue.

Interest revenue is recognised using the effective interest rate method, which for
floating rate financial assets is the rate inherent in the instrument. Dividend
revenue is recognised when the right to receive a dividend has been established.

Grant and donation income is recognised when the entity obtains control over the
funds, which is generally at the time of receipt.

All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST).

Leases

Leases of PPE, where substantially all the risks and benefits incidental to the
ownership of the asset, but not the legal ownership, are transferred to the
association, are classified as finance leases.

Finance leases are capitalised by recording an asset and a liability at the lower of
the amounts equal to the fair value of the leased property or the present value of
the minimum lease payments. Including any guaranteed residual values. Lease
payments are allocated between the reduction of the lease liability and the lease
interest expense for that period.

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Leased assets are depreciated on a straight-line basis over the shorter of their
estimated useful lives or the lease term.

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of GST, except
where the amount of GST incurred is not recoverable from the Australian
Taxation Office (ATO).

The net amount of GST recoverable from,
or payable to, the ATO is included with other receivables or payables in the
statement of financial position.
